Elvis Young show has paid attention to detail with early instruments
almost identical to the period of Elvis Presley Scotty Moore Bill
Black and DJ Fontana. It is a theatrical representation and as close
to authentic as you could get.

With 21 year old Mitch Capone a seasoned theatrical performer as
Elvis who has performed in jazz festivals and clubs and theatre
productions since his early teens and most recently playing the roll of
Cole Joy in shout.

The band who have been professional session players have toured
both here and overseas with the likes of Cliff Richard The Shadows
The Monkees Eric Burden The Village People The searches and
many others.
